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2007 was light in quantity but gave us wines that are fully ripe, 
nicely balanced with good acidity, structure and sound pH’s.  
These are wines that should age beautifully but are pleasing 
young as they have such nice fruit expression. 
 

CARNEROS ESTATE GROWN CHARDONNAY
Combination of three sites from The Donum Estate, the oldest planted 
in 1974 to Wente providing the backbone.  The younger Dijon Clone 
brings sweetness of ripe fruits.  The Wiemer is planted on a Southern 
exposed block provides crisp acidity and perfume.

 •  Each block/clone is hand harvested, whole cluster pressed
     separately to temp. controlled SS tank.

Blend of various blocks on The Donum Estate encompassing Dijon, 
Martini, Roderer, Calera, Hanzell and Swan selections.

 •  Hand sorted, entirely destemmed, cold soaked 4-6 days

 •  3500 cases made

 •  Aged in 40% New French Oak (Francoise Frere, Billon, Mercurey,
     Hermitage)

CARNEROS FERGUSON BLOCK PINOT NOIR
Oldest vineyard in the Donum Estate, planted in 1074 with an old 
Martini selection of Pinot Noir on St. George rootstock in gravely, 
loamy clay soils.

 •  Hand-sorted, whole berry fruit put to tank by gravity flow.

 •  375 cases made

 •  Aged 11 months in tight-grained Burgundian cooperage, 35% new.

 •  Released Spring 2010
 
RUSSIAN RIVER NUGENT VINEYARD PINOT NOIR
11-acre site planted in 1997, the tightly-spaced vineyard boasts equal 
amounts of two Dijon clones, 115 and 667.

 •  115 was totally whole berry fermented, given less punchdowns,
     more pumpovers to extract lighter skin tannins.  Half of 667 fruit
    crushed, fermented with extractive yeasts for full aromatics.
